1. Previous Minutes
· Minutes from the September 15, 2025 were approved.
2. Project Updates
· PE Area
· Discussion on the need for protective fencing or netting over 8 feet. Any structure exceeding that height requires DSA approval. An estimate based on prior work was reviewed.
· Agreement to meet every two weeks and maintain a list of ongoing projects.
· The recurring issue of strong hitters was noted, primarily during scheduled games.
· Pool Area
· Gates are not functioning properly; people have been entering unauthorized.
· Users prefer certain gates open; internal users can open gates and prop doors, allowing others to enter.
· Suggestions included adding screening, modifying the gate to prevent climbing, or installing a double gate system.
· Discussion on whether sensors could be added. A new camera system is being installed; if unauthorized entry occurs, an alarm will notify police.
· Facilities Management
· Asbestos testing for all new buildings.
· Plan to test every surface finish moving forward.
3. Safety Observations and Reports
· Fire Extinguisher Placement
· One extinguisher was previously found partially obstructed by furniture. It was recommended to relocate it closer to the door for improved visibility and access. This issue has been addressed and corrected.
· General Campus Safety
· Ongoing reports of individuals smoking near parking areas and by the nature trail.
· Reminder that smoking is prohibited on campus grounds and within 1,000 feet of the Child Development Center.
· Campus Police should handle enforcement, but employees may remind individuals courteously of the no-smoking policy.

· Student Incident
· A student in the library experienced a panic attack. Emergency services were called, and the situation was resolved with additional mental health support and CAST referral.
· Discussion on when staff should call dispatch for assistance.
4. Committee Discussion
· Recommendation to combine the Location Safety Committee with the Operations Council, as many members overlap and most items are already addressed in that forum.
· The committee agreed to this recommendation.
5. Action Items / Follow-Up
1. ITC Emergency Exit Blockage – Desk removed; issue resolved.
2. Student Center Door Sensor – Work order resubmitted; issue remains pending.
3. BSO Side Door – Work order submitted; issue resolved.
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
