1. Facilities and Operational Updates
Health & Education Building
· Existing fencing with padlocks on some gates; concern that gates are not being consistently locked.
· Access issues identified:
· Departments want access to the fenced area, but primary offices are not consistently securing gates when leaving.
· Some groups do not have keys to the padlocks, and restroom access is also affected.
· Follow-up will occur with the area to clarify responsibility for securing gates.
· Not all gates are being locked nightly.
· Safety concern raised regarding individuals potentially being locked inside; suggestion to explore bypass push bar options.
· Facilities Management (FM) will be consulted to determine the best resolution.
· Lighting remains inadequate; a quote has been obtained to add additional lighting.
Student Center
· North door near the coffee shop remains locked despite the expectation that it should be open during business hours.
· West-side door is not opening properly.
· Operations will investigate and correct access issues.
· Similar door-access issues have been reported in the CTE area.
Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED)
· Capability exists to conduct CPTED assessments in certain campus areas.
· A presentation can be provided on a designated problem area.
· Bill volunteered to conduct the CPTED assessments and will prepare a presentation to bring back to the committee.
· Scheduling for this presentation will be coordinated externally.

2. Safety and Property Concerns
Homeless Encampment – Nature Trail Area (Winding Way)
· A long-term encampment has been identified on college property.
· Confirmation has been received from the county and district that the area belongs to the college.
· FM conducted a preliminary assessment for restoring the site to its preexisting condition, excluding previously removed trees.
· Adjacent property owner previously infilled part of the creek; approximately three hundred yards of fill may be needed to remediate retention concerns. Work must occur in spring due to rain.
· District will continue working with the property owner to assess the cost of remediation.
· Encampment has resulted in hazardous waste, including debris, toilet waste, and human/animal feces.
	
3. Student Center & Communications Updates
· Sensor directing toward the community room is functioning; locks at the front entrance of the Health and Wellness Center are being updated to support shelter-in-place capability.
· Altering of Flyers in Plexy glass on restroom Stalls
· Flyers related to emergency contraception have been repeatedly altered or removed.
· After replacement, sections relating to LGBTQ community information were also removed.
