XI. New Business									20 minutes

· 11.1 Accessibility Committee
This time is reserved to discuss accessibility issues on campus and to form a committee to address them.
· Motioned by Marilyn, seconded by Ramses. 
· Marilyn: Last year, there was an accessibility committee for some time, they worked with operations to fix sensors, I myself had to deal with the sensors not working, with my short-term disability, I think we can do a lot more so yeah. 
· Ramses: By this, are you trying to create a committee in the student senate? 
· Soraya: Yes, we want to continue the committee this year as well. Last year’s committee tried asking for tents because of the rain and sun. They did install some more in the portable villages, but it covers the desks and all. 
· Our chair is Sahar, the hearing back date is Sept. 19th, and the goal is to address any accessibility issues. 
· Brett: That committee can work on things like Marilyn brought up, but there’s two supervisors that oversee operations, we can get you the info, but those are the people that you can talk to and that would be a good spot to start. 
· Soraya: Has anyone had any accessibility issues here that we are not aware of? 
Margo: Okta and financial aid is understaffed
· Marilyn: The art building does not have any sensors. 
· Lucienne: The water stations in the fine arts building are all broken, and it’s impossible to drink water. 
· Marilyn: Some of the filters have not been changed.
· Alonzo: What do you mean by sensors? I am not sure what you are talking about. 
· Marilyn: It’s the sensors that open the door for those who are not able to open the doors themselves. I know STEM also has issues with the elevator breaking down. 
· Alonzo: One more question, is it just the button, or the doors have it?
· Marilyn: It’s the buttons, like the ones in front of the STEM building. 
· Hadia: First, the cafeteria doesn’t stay open until late, and the students with evening classes do not have access to food, the bookstore is also closed, but yeah. 
· Soraya: Thank you, anything else? 
· Naomi: People who don’t have the accessibility pass, park in those spots, especially in the visitor areas
· Brett: Last time, the senate paid for the water filters, my advice is to not do that again. 
· Soraya: Members raised their hands if interested in joining the committee: Lucienne, Alisa, Naomi, Ramses, Sapeidah 

· 11.2 Standing Committees

· We went over the Executive committee, governance committee, removed finance committee, legislative affairs committee, Public relations committee, activities committee, we will bring back the senate caucus so i will put it on the next agenda.
· The textbook affordability committee, We will check when the other committee meets, and I will bring the textbook affordability committee to be reviewed first, then we can make a decision to move forward or not. 
· The election committee will be for spring, we will create it at our first meeting. 
· Judiciary committee: read through the bullet points, Bret do you want to explain? 
· Brett: If anyone does anything immoral, it’s your own internal judicial system, it never happens, so yeah. 
· Soraya: please look at the bylaws and familiarize yourself, because if you're on the governance committee you will be making the potential changes. Any questions? No, then we will move to the next item.

I will be honest, they have $129,000, sitting unused, and they meet twice a semester. Your constitution says 2 from the senate, and 2 from CAEB. 
· Soraya: who is interested: Annie, Naomi, Andrey
· Alonzo: I am interested as well, as long as we can get enough people from CAEB. 
· Brett read over the constitution. 
· Soraya: So me, Luke, Sahar, her director of finance, and someone else that needs to be appointed. 

· 11.4 Stipend Committee Review

· Brett: Just to clarify, the bill from last year, the way the money was determined is based on how much you can get paid without reporting to the IRS. 
· Soraya: If there is nothing else, we will move on.

Aila: This is my first semester, I am getting used to the stuff around, and something I noticed is that many classrooms lack clocks, and professors have expressed frustration.

Haniyah: Kinda connecting to what was discussed, I noticed the sensors weren’t working and the second doors to the stem building don't work .

Annie: Former AMSA officer, Blood drive sept 16 from 9-12, I think it’s in the parking garage, on oct 10th and nov 7th, there’s a cpr event 

Sapeidah: Went to MSA event, had fun, needed more evening events. 

Ramses: There’s an event, a free car wash and free food and activities and free drinks and it’s a family event, tomorrow, saturday form 9-2 in fairoaks. At a church, you don't have to be part of it. 

Alonzo: Business homebase has an event, meet the success team, and if you are interested, or have questions, come, there’s snacks too. On the 16th.
